Brussels roads
- Reduce environmental pollution, traffic noise, and increase the 
quality of life in the city.

Implementation of the project 

At least 7 measures are required for the successful implementation of 
the action.

1. Identify the roads maintained at 50 or 70 
2. Modify the regulations (highway code)
3. Inform and create support for this measure  
4. Adapt the infrastructure ( Road signing and Ground marking )

5. Implement appropriate controls and sanctions 
6. Take into consideration the speed of buses and trams 
7. Evaluate the measure
